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The 9th Da Nang Urban Development Forum (September 9)

On September 9, 18 delegates from Da Nang, Vietnam, including the Vice Chairman of the Da Nang People’s Committee and
representatives from private firms, visited Yokohama to attend the 9th Da Nang Urban Development Forum. JICA, local
Yokohama firms, and government departments joined discussions on sustainable urban development in Da Nang to build
consensus around projects related to energy saving, environment management, and a framework to guide further cooperation.
Da Nang's investment environment and initiatives to receive long-term care personnel from Yokohama were also introduced.
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» Yokohama and Da Nang representatives discuss port management (Sep 10)

Yokohama shared its management and operational practices regarding its port with the Da Nang delegation, and arranged a
site visit to Osanbashi Yokohama International Passenger Terminal on September 10. Da Nang plans to develop the Lien
Chue Port as an international gateway to central Vietnam, and had many questions on the roles of private firms and govern-
ments at a meeting with JICA, the Yokohama Port Corporation, and the Yokohama-Kawasaki International Port Corporation.
