The bombing killed 3,650 people and caused
over 300,000 casualties. This year marks 76 years since then. While opportunities to hear

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Y-PORT Program highlighted at international 4th Spatial Planning Platform

On February 9, Executive Director Orii of the Development Cooperation Department spoke at the 4th Spatial Planning
Platform (SPP) and shared insights on Yokohama’s sustainable urban design with participants from around the world. Many
developing countries encounter urban issues due to unplanned and often rapid urban growth. Established by the Japanese
national government and the UN Human Settlements Programme (HABITAT) in 2018, the SPP convenes to provide
opportunities for a network of stakeholders to share knowledge and experience, especially on formulating and implementing
national and regional planning. The Executive Director introduced case studies of how Yokohama approached urban
problems, particularly sewerage, to show how to achieve livable, sustainable cities. In addition, he gave an overview of the
Y-PORT Program, an initiative to apply Yokohama’s accumulated expertise via international technical cooperation to help
solve urban issues faced by cities in emerging economies.

On December 21, the Yokohama Industrial Development Corporation (IDEC) Shanghai Office held an online seminar titled
“Low-Risk Overseas Strategy in the COVID-19 Era: Toward Remote Management and Localization.” The second in a planned
series of seminars on the latest utilization of digital technology in China, the video has been uploaded. The Yokohama IDEC
Shanghai Office runs the Yokohama Industrial Club to promote goodwill and exchange focused on Yokohama companies in
Shanghai and the surrounding area, and also holds seminars for the benefit of local businesses in China and Japan.

Yokohama has shared a valued sister city relationship with Odesa since 1965. On March 4, Mayor Yamanaka, City Council
President Shimizu, and Vice President Takahashi took part in an online conference with Odesa Mayor Trukhanov. Mayor
Yamanaka expressed his concern for the safety and well-being of the people of Odesa and Ukraine. The colors of Ukraine light
up City Hall in solidarity, and as a Peace Messenger City, the city is exploring support measures. Mayor Trukhanov shared that
Odesa has been preparing, and expressed appreciation for the words of support and hope to deepen their relations in the future.

Executive Director Orii of the Development Cooperation Department spoke about the results and impetus behind Yokohama’s
VLR during the related VLR session at the “12th High Level Seminar on Sustainable Cities” presented by the Ministry of the
Environment on February 21-22. Yokohama released its first VLR during the 10th Asia Smart City Conference held October
26-28 last year. During the session, Orii described the process of drafting the VLR and outlined the background leading up to
its creation. He also emphasized an important aspect of VLRs: not simply to complete it, but to apply its lessons, and how
VLRs can present opportunities to learn from other cities and experts. Sharing his hopes that VLRs will unite people to tackle
common global issues, he added that Yokohama will continue to expand its efforts in international cooperation through VLRs.

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Support team for displaced persons from Ukraine established in Yokohama

As of March 20, over 10,000,000 people in Ukraine have fled their homes because of the Russian invasion, either to areas of
Ukraine removed from the conflict or to other countries, and still more persons are expected to be displaced. Yokohama has
established a task force to not only receive people from Ukraine who have been compelled to evacuate, but also to provide
support to help them lead stable daily lives after arrival.
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Yokohama and Makati share first responder training practices online at 26th

On March 17, the CityNet Yokohama Project Office, in collaboration with the Yokohama
Fire Bureau, held the 26th CityNet Japan Forum online under the theme of “Virtual Training
of First Responders.”
