developers visit Yokohama

On October 12, the Industrial Estates Authority of
Thailand (I-EA-T) and developers of industrial
estates in Thailand visited Yokohama inform their
approaches to smart city and port development and
learn how Yokohama promotes innovation. The I-EA
-T develops and operates industrial estates through-
out Thailand, and also manages an industrial port.
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Four students from Yokohama visited New York on
the week of October 15 to act as “Yokohama
Children Peace Messengers." The students,
recognized by the mayor as standouts in a speech
contest on peace among Yokohama'’s elementary
and middle schools, were selected to represent their
fellow students in Yokohama. The children met with
officials from the United Nations, UNICEF, UNESCO,
and the US Japan Mission, sharing their ideas and
deepening their understanding of peace and
collaboration in the global community.

On the final day, the children were interviewed by
local media outlets at the Office of the City of
Yokohama Representative to the Americas, where
they shared what they had learned as well as their
own aspirations for the future. They also took the
opportunity to flip the script on their interviewers,
asking the media team about their own views on
difficult topics like the ongoing wars in Ukraine and
the Middle East, demonstrating a strong
commitment to spreading understanding and
promoting peace even at a young age.

EMISSION BUSINESS OPPORITUNI
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City-to-city collaboration with
Bangkok on decarbonization

On October 18, the 3rd Workshop on “Net Zero
Emissions Business Opportunity under Bangkok-
Yokohama City-to-City program” was held in
Bangkok, Thailand. The Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration (BMA) presented a draft of its
energy action plan and its roadmap to carbon
neutrality by 2050, which are being developed
through city-to-city collaboration, and Yokohama
introduced its initiatives in the Minato Mirai 21, a
district designated as a “decarbonization leading
area” by the national government.

The “business session” invited remarks from
representatives of 11 Japanese and Thai
companies. Four companies (AGC, FOMM, Nissan,
and Macnica) with headquarters and/or R&D
facilities in Yokohama and operations in Thailand,
shared unique decarbonization solutions. Over
200 attended the hybrid online and in-person
workshop, and the venue buzzed with energetic
conversation.

Bangkok university students
explore careers in Yokohama

On October 20, Thammasat University in
Bangkok, Thailand, hosted a seminar to
encourage students to consider “Working and
Living in Yokohama City, Japan.” Yokohama’s
Asia representative office gave an overview of
Yokohama’s advantages as a career destination,
and the Japan External Trade Organization
(JETRO) explained the requirements for working
in the country. Two graduates currently working
in Yokohama also shared their personal
experiences and day-to-day life with the 22
students, who were mostly in their third or
fourth years of study.

Additionally, attendees were told about “Job Fair
Yokohama 2023,” an opportunity for overseas
students to learn about careers in Japan, that
was held on November 14. Many participants
listened to the presentations intently, and some
remarked that they gained a renewed interest in
exploring a future in Yokohama.
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
