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Y-SDGs system recognized with
CityNet / UN ESCAP award

The CityNet UN ESCAP SDG City
Awards, launched in 2022 in partner-
ship with the UN Economic and Social
Commission for Asia and the Pacific
(ESCAP), recognize cities in Asia and
the Pacific for their efforts to help
achieve the SDGs.

The 2nd SDG City Awards for 2023
reviewed over 40 nominations for
projects from cities and organizations,
and awarded five. Among them, Yoko-
hama received the “Innovative Urban
Finance Award” for its “Y-SDGs”
Certification System. A representative
accepted the award at a ceremony
during the Eighth Asian-Pacific Urban
Forum (APUF-8) in Suwon, South
Korea, and described the project to
the audience.

The Y-SDGs system evaluates sustain-
ability efforts of private companies
and organizations on 30 criteria in
terms of environment, social,
governance, and local impact, and
assigns one of three tiers of certifi-
cation: Supreme, Superior, and
Standard. The system is intended to
encourage these groups to adopt
more sustainable processes and help
secure favorable loans and invest-
ment. The city will continue to work
with certified entities to inspire
sustainable practices.

Mayor of Incheon meets
with Mayor Yamanaka

On October 31, Mr. YOO Jeong-bok,
the Mayor of Incheon Metropolitan
City, visited Yokohama and met with
Mayor Yamanaka. Since signing a
partner city agreement in 2009, the
bonds between Yokohama and
Incheon have grown stronger
through a wide range of exchange.

Mayor Yamanaka described the
significance of Yokohama hosting the
“GREEN X EXPO 2027” and asked for
Incheon’s cooperation to help make
the event a success. The two mayors
also discussed their policies aimed at
addressing decarbonization and
other global challenges, and agreed
to pursue more opportunities for
exchange to further expand
cooperation between the two cities.

Thai tech students show over-
whelming interest at Yokohama
career seminar

On November 8, Yokohama'’s Asia repre-
sentative office presented a seminar at Thai-

year students attended. The office promoted
Yokohama’s advantages as a career desti-
nation, and the Japan External Trade Organi-
zation (JETRO) gave a general explanation
about the process of finding employment in
Japan.

On November 14, the JOB FAIR YOKOHAMA JAPAN
2023 event, held in a hybrid online and in-person
format at the Pacifico Yokohama North facility,
drew over 500 exchange and overseas students
from across Japan and among the ASEAN nations.

Nineteen local companies presented physical
booths at the venue as well as virtual booths for
students joining remotely. Company represent-
atives introduced their businesses and potential
employment opportunities, and engaged in one-
on-one conversations with interested students,
while participants asked about Japanese language
requirements, how they could apply what they are
studying to a given position, and other questions
that demonstrated their enthusiasm.
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
