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Overview of the City of Yokohama'’s initiatives to achieve
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the SDGs as “SDGs Future City Yokohama”

The SDGs were adopted at the UN Sustainable Development

Summit held in September 2015. These international goals were listed

in the “2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development.”

The Paris Agreement was adopted at COP21*,

held in December of that year, as a new international framework to

reduce greenhouse gas emissions and address related issues.

Under the slogan “Zero Carbon Yokohama,” the City of Yokohama strives to
find integrated solutions to environmental, economic, and social issues

in order to achieve carbon neutrality and fulfill

the SDGs as an “SDGs Future City.”

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The SDGs are universal goals that were adopted at the UN Sustainable
Development Summit, which pledge to “leave no one behind.”

By achieving the 17 goals, which cover the three main pillars of environmental,
economic, and social issues with an integrated approach, we aim to build a
better, more sustainable future. One of the main characteristics of the goals is
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that they urge companies, local governments, academic institutions,

organizations, and individuals to take action.
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Yokohama SDGs Design Center
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The City of Yokohama was selected as an “SDGs Future City” by the
Japanese government in 2018, which recognizes cities that propose
remarkable initiatives to achieve SDGs for regional revitalization.
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The Yokohama SDGs Design Center, located in Yokohama Gate Tower,
was founded in 2019 as part of the advanced
“Local Government Model Project for SDGs" initiative.

The center is an organization which strives for the creation of innovation
through collaboration between the City and private companies to realize
SDGs Future City Yokohama. In addition to offering opportunities for
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SDGs-related consultations with coordinators, business matching among
members, and consulting services, the Center creates diverse initiatives for
integrated solutions to environmental, economic, and social issues, and
disseminates information through platforms such as its website and events.

Y-SDGs is a system to support companies, NPOs, and other related
organizations based in Yokohama or other cities aiming to transition to
sustainable management and operation. Their efforts are evaluated regarding

four areas, E (Environment), S (Social), G (Governance) and L (Local), and
applicants are certified by the city. In order to enhance the system’s
effectiveness,the City aspires for the certification to be utilized as information

for financial institutions to make investment or financing decisions.
